3.   Minutes of the last meeting:
Amendment to page 2, section 6:   It was reported that the original ‘litter pick’ was to be in Cyril park alone and was arranged by Caroline Abbis. Cllr Cheryl Johnson mentioned that: ‘The litter pick was extended to cover the Wessex Way by herself and Cllr Carol Ainge.      
Terry Leonard mentioned that: ‘Only a few people were named in the minutes, giving the impression that only a handful of people were present.’ The Minutes Secretary explained that: ‘When there is an exchange of comments from many attendees, I cannot be expected to know everyone’s name and, as a consequence, it is not possible to always record them. Comment is usually noted even though the names may be not be recorded If an attendee wishes to be mentioned in the minutes by name, they must please state their name clearly. In addition, all residents of the Queen’s Park & Charminster ward are automatically members of the Forum.
Apart from the above, the Minutes of the last meeting (5th August 2010) were agreed as a true and accurate record.

Matters Arising:
‘Playbuilder’ Scheme:   Following the presentation by the guest speaker at the previous meeting (David Ifould, Parks and Landscape Manager), Cllr Ainge reported that: ‘Owing to Government cuts everything is on hold at this time’. David Freemont suggested: ‘Going for Lottery funding under the Queens Park Charity’. John Kear questioned the validity of the use of ‘Section 106’ money on this project. The Vice-chairman stated that: ‘It is because it is the creation of a new section within the existing park.’                                                     

The ‘Big Society’:   ‘Cllr Ainge commented that there are: ‘No rumours and no news at this time, but that there is a meeting to be held shortly on the matter’. Cllr Johnson said: ‘There is a consultation paper in the library and it is also available online.’

Double yellow lines:   The van blocking the completion of the line painting on the corner of Richmond Park Road and Richmond Park Gardens has been removed and the lines are now joined up. The Vice-chairman thanked both Councillors Carol Ainge and Cheryl Johnson for staying on top of this matter for what seem to have been a very long time and seeing this matter to a satisfactory and successful conclusion.
5.   Any Other Forum Business:

Proposed flats:  The proposal to build 12 flats on the Trims Garage site 87-91 Stewart Road has reached the Appeal stage of the planning process. John Kear reminded the meeting that the Appeal Hearing is on Tuesday 2nd November at 10am at The Town Hall. He urged residents to attend and to support The Planning Board, who are opposing the scheme. David Freemont added that ‘If anyone has not attended an appeal, try and attend as it is an education and to please support John Kear and our local Councillors, who have worked tirelessly opposing such schemes with a good measure of success.’

Cllr Ainge is to hold a meeting as part of the long running ‘S.T.O.P.’ campaign (Stop The Over Planning), regarding the proposal.   The meeting is to be held her house on Monday 25th October at 7pm.  The meeting will cover how the Planning/Appeal process works, what can be done, the use of pictures, photographs, papers etc. Cllr Ainge advised residents that: ‘The more that attend the appeal, the more the inspector will realise the strength of public feeling.’ Cllr Ainge requested that: ‘If you wish to attend the S.T.O.P. meeting, please contact me so that I can organise seating arrangements.’                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                     

Cycle Lanes:  It was reported that cars are parking on the cycle lane in Wellington Road (from Charminster Road up to the Wessex Way Underpass). Both Councillors said that they will investigate this. Cllr Johnson is a regular cyclist and aware of such problems and added that: ‘There is a Cycling Forum which cyclists can attend.’

Litter Pick – Cyril Gardens:  This will take place on Monday 11th October and that all help would be gratefully received.

Cyril Gardens ‘Fun day’:   Sue Merefield said: ‘The day was a great success and has encouraged her to suggest a ‘community carol sing’ and would the Forum lend its support as a community event?’ The Vice-chairman said: ‘The event could be promoted in the form of a flier attached to the next Minutes and that the Forum would promote the event at the next meeting’. It was also suggested that the event could be combined with Saint Andrews Church and each party could liaise and work something out.

Shoe boxes for British Troops in Afghanistan:  Cllr Ainge, on behalf of Chris Moore, requested for residents to supply little things/treats which fit in a shoe box for our Troops in Afghanistan. She asks for: ‘Small things (not aerosols), such as D.V.D.’s soap, toothpaste, aftershave etc’. The boxes will be sent out after the Christmas post. Wynne Armstrong suggested approaching the shoe shops if supplies run short for boxes.

Cllr Ainge read out a touching letter of thanks from Sergeant Sarah J. Smith of the 4th Regiment, Royal Artillery. A previous consignment of shoe boxes were sent and Sergeant Smith writes that: ‘Apologies for the delay, the parcels were shared out amongst the ‘guys,’ there are no shops, they rely on charity and goodwill. The Commonwealth soldiers such as the Fijians get nothing and could do with some treats.   It’s fantastic knowing that we have your support’. Tragically Sergeant Smith’s brother, Rifleman Jonathan Allott who lived at Kinson, was killed. She asks that: ‘We wear a poppy for him.’

The Chairman thanked the public for their attendance and participation in the local issues, and looked forward to them attending future meetings.The meeting closed at 8.30pm.
